The premises are accessible from the front only, the other walls have no windows. The front is floodlit until late evening and is covered by CCTV.
	Low.
The likelihood of a fire starting whilst people are in the building is very low and emergency exits are within four metres of all persons.
	There are no obvious fire hazards.
	There currently two 19kg propane cylinders which MUST BE REMOVED AND STORED APPROPRIATELY.
The pavilion is cleaned weekly by an employee of the social club with an instruction that there must be no clothing or equipment left in the building in order to keep all accesses clear.
