In respect of above I consider that actions are required in respect of Hazards 1, 9 & 11 in respect of mitigation actions highlighted in yellow

Ashley’s comments on specific hazards:

1.Above - Training of operatives - for pedestrian mowers we can do that by experienced users showing new volunteers. Self-propelled machinery may be different - operatives should ideally be holders of a driving licence and we could provide instruction so that they know the potential risks and know how to start and stop the machines safely. Taking equipment of the three-point linkage on the tractor needs thorough instruction as does jacking up other machinery – and restrict to named individuals.

11.Above - Personal protective equipment - we can supply helmets, visors and gloves and make sure they are stored properly and checked annually. Perhaps recommend operatives provide safety boots?

1.Above - First aid kit in garage needs to be suitable for the likely injuries in that area and audited. Most of the time there will not be a first-aider on hand and there is no on-site telephone. Volunteers to carry mobile phone.

9.Above - Hazardous substances have separate legislation. We carry hardly any so we can assess that risk easily. Done and in separate folder.

11.Above - We should, in an ideal world, have machinery fully maintained on a regular basis and be able to show that it is. Perhaps we could ask Derek to assess the safety aspects of brakes and steering annually and keep a record. * Derek doing this March 11th 2025.

22. Check for notices warning the public that the ground is an active recreation area.

2 & 15.Broken glass - social club to enforce plastic glasses rule? Won't happen though, very difficult to enforce, but done at Summerfest and Firework event.
